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Sunday April 26th Third Sunday of Easter

{e\’ Dear Brothers and Sisters,

I pray that this Easter Season has begun as a time of
reawakening for your Domestic Church as we strive
more vigorously to live out our Baptism. For the next
four weeks we will be reflecting on the effects of the
resurrection and the growth of the infant Church as we
listen to the Scripture Readings from the Acts of the
Apostles, the Letters of Saint Peter and the Gospel of
the Apostle, Saint John. This meditation will lead us to
Ascension Sunday, May 24™ and to the conclusion of
the Easter Season on Pentecost Sunday, May 31%. As
soon as the “Stay at Home Order” is lifted, we will be
rescheduling Baptisms, First Confessions, First Holy
Communions, Confirmations, and Marriages. For them,
and indeed for us, a great challenge will forever be
there. As many come into the faith and continue to
advance in their faith journey, here at Saint Joseph and
throughout the world, we must see ourselves as part of
a family. Baptism incorporates us into the Family of
God and makes us members of the Church. Saint
Luke, in the Acts of the Apostles, tells us that “The
community of believers was of one heart and mind, and
no one claimed that any of his possessions was his
own, but they had everything in common. With great
power the Apostles bore witness to the resurrection of
the Lord Jesus, and great favor was accorded them all.”
I encourage the adults, their sponsors and family and
all those who will be received into the Church, and all
of you, in this call to recognize our belonging to God
and His Church. Just as the apostles taught the faith
and commissioned others by the laying on of hands, so
I encourage all of you, and I too must teach you,
encourage you and commission you to live your faith;
that is to say, live in relationship with Jesus. I urged all
of you to do two things — to pray and to receive the
Eucharist. Remember, prayer is a surge from the heart
towards God. Everyday we must engage in
conversation with God if we are to have any type of
real relationship with Him. There is much to ask God
for, there are so many things to prayer for, and there is
so much to be thankful for. Yes, this is all good to
include in our daily prayer, but we must also be quiet
so that we can listen to God speak to our heart. We
must let God into every part of our lives. I challenge
you to pray at least for 5 minutes a day. But, if you just
do the basics that I listed above, you will need more
than 5 minutes. It is amazing what we discover about
God and about ourselves when we pray. Next week [
will continue with prayer and then speak of the second
part that I urged you to do.

All pause briefly to reflect in silence.

words, in what I have done and in what I have failed to do,
And, striking their breast, they say:
through my fault, through my fault, through my most grievous fault. Then they continue: Therefore I ask Blessed Mary, ever virgin,

all the angels and saints, and you, my brothers and sisters, to pray for me to the Lord our God.

Leader: Let Us Pray.

Almighty Father, as we lift our hearts to you in this time of prayer, please send your Holy Spirit to be among us. Allow us to be one
with the Mystical Body of Christ as we raise our voice to worship you. Grant us true communion wherever we may be with Your
Son Jesus Christ, Who lives and reigns forever and ever.

All: Amen.
The Liturgy of the Word The readings and psalms for the day are then read.

For the Gospel reading, use the following formula:

Leader: A reading from the Gospel of [ Matthew, Mark, Luke, John ]:

At the conclusion of the Gospel:

Leader: The Word of the Lord.
All: Glory to you oh Lord.

What follows may be a communal reflection on the readings, in the style of Lectio Divina:

Reading. Read a passage slowly and carefully within the bible. Prayer. Having a loving conversation with God.
Meditation. Thinking deeply or swelling upon a spiritual reality within a text.
Contemplation. Resting in Gods presence.

Action. Go and do likewise.
The leader may invite discussion or reflection on what impacted each as he or she heard the reading and what occurred during the time of brief prayer and meditation.

The Creed
United with Christians around the world, the gathering may wish to recite the Nicene or Apostles’ Creed.

The Intercessions
The leader may wish to invite intercessions from those gathered. Typically, prayers for the pope, the bishop, priests and deacons are included, as well as an intention
for the sick and suffering, as well as an intention for those who have died are included. Other intentions may be added as well.

Reader: ...we pray to the Lord:

All: Lord, hear our prayer.

Leader: Lord God, hear our prayers and grant them according to Your Holy Will, Through Jesus Christ our Lord.
All: Amen.

The Spiritual Communion

The leader then invites those gathered to pray The Lord’s Prayer and prepare to make an act of Spiritual Communion. The Church teaches that this act is “‘an ardent
desire to receive Jesus in the most holy sacrament and lovingly embrace him’ at a time or in circumstances when we cannot receive him in sacramental
Communion.” (St. Thomas Aquinas)

They then pray together:

All: My Jesus, I believe that you are present in the Blessed Sacrament. I love you above all things and I desire you with all
my heart. Since I cannot now receive you sacramentally, I ask you to come spiritually into my heart. I embrace you as if you were
already in my heart and unite myself to you completely. Please do not let me ever be separated from you. Amen.

Leader: Let us pray: Lord God, may this time we have spent with you help us to grow in virtue in this life, keep us safe from
all distress, and increase our desire for heaven. Through Our Lord Jesus Christ, Your Son, Who lives and reigns with You, In the
unity of the Holy Spirit, one God, forever and ever.

All: Amen.

Leader: May the Lord bless us, Protect us from all evil, and bring us to everlasting life
